BOO!!!!  „Tis the season of made-up and “fun” scary things. But the world really IS a 

pretty fearful place for many of our kids already these days. There are worries about illness, 

fears about family/money/job/marriage problems, concerns about friendships and bullies, doubts 

about abilities and acceptance, uncertainties about tests and futures… things both imaginary and 

real. 

 

Lots of children and adults handle normal stressors quite well. They are able to put them in 

perspective, know they are just passing feelings, and balance their uneasy thoughts with many 

positive calming memories and realities. But when worries turn into real anxiety, it can disrupt 

good sleep, eating, friendship, learning, and health.  

 

It’s important to validate every experience your child has with 
fear, even if you don’t share those fears. Encourage your child to 
talk abut his or her fears, if he or she wants to talk. Simply reflect 
back the feeling messages your child gives you. Often all children 
need is to know that someone bigger who loves them understands 
and respects their fears. This can give them the courage to face 
their fears and eventually overcome them. Try saying: 
“That’s really scary!”    “I’m glad you can tell me what scares 
you.” 
“Everybody gets scared.”   “It’s OK to be scared. I get scared 
too.” ( A Leader‟s Guide to Just Because I Am, Lauren Murphy Payne and Claudia 

Rohling, Free Spirit Publishing, 1994.) 

 

A few DOs and DON‟Ts to help kids with their fears: 

 DON‟T make fun of worries, call kids babies, or say, “Grow up.” 

 DON‟T force them into situations that they are too afraid of.  

 DON‟T expose them to terrifying TV, movies, videos, games, etc. Visual images stick 

with people the longest.  

 DO monitor their access to news, violence (real and video), and horror. 

 LISTEN to kids‟ feelings and watch for signs of distress. Adjust exposure. 

 REASSURE kids that you will care for and protect them. “We will be OK.” 

 BE HONEST at their level about family, finances, and feelings. 

 TALK POSITIVELY and HOPEFULLY about most things. 

 

With sensitivity and common sense, most of us learn to manage the normal stressors just fine. 

Enjoy these kids and the seasons ahead with each other!

When he came home, he was such a popular and beloved hero that President 
Truman privately suggested to him that they run together in 1948ɂbut with 
Eisenhower as president and Truman as vice president! 
 
Instead, Eisenhower became president of Columbia University and ran for the

a lot of people did.  He won in a landslide. 
 
Eisenhower ended the war in Korea but continued to oppose the spread of 
Communism across the world.  He also worked for cooperation between 
people at home.  When riots broke out over African-American schoolchildren 
being allowed into white schools in Little rock, Arkansas, Eisenhower sent 
troops to keep the peaceɂand escort the children into the schools. 
 
Eisenhower loved fishing and playing cards, but his favorite activity was golf.  
He had a putting green installed behind the White House so he could practice. 
 
His dog, Heidi, once made a mess in the white House that was so bad she was 
sent home to Pennsylvania.  After a while, however, the president missed her 
so much he sent a limousine to bring her back.
