Hola and Welcome to another wonderful week at Clearview!

It is difficult to believe that October has come and gone. We are celebrating Black & Orange/Wacky
Hair Day tomorrow and when we return on Monday;, it is November . . . It’s amazing how quickly

time passes. Life is good (it’s just a little fast paced @)!!

Our attendance was a bit better this week. We are averaging around 12% of our students absent each
day right now. Most of our absences are from flu-like symptoms. Our District has encouraged us to
keep people separated as much as possible to hopefully slow or omit the sharing of many germs.
Because of the widespread flu, we need to postpone our Veteran’s Day Program and Family Fun
Night that we have planned for in the weeks ahead. Our goal is to have our children in school—
bringing additional people to a “group” setting, or putting our entire school/with community members
in the gym together for an hour and a half, simply cannot occur at this time. It saddens me to postpone
these important activities; however, having everyone healthy enough to be in school must be our focus
at this time.

Just a
reminder that students spend time outdoors each day as the weather permits. General guidelines are as
follows:

1) Ifitis raining, all students will stay indoors

2) If the weather is O degrees or above, ALL students will go outdoors after lunch

3) If the weather is O degrees to -10 degrees, students in grades 3-6 will go outdoors after lunch.

Students in Kindergarten, 1% Grade and 2™ Grade will stay indoors.

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Born into a rich family, Kennedy was captain of a small PT (patrol torpedo)
boat inthe Pacific during World War Il. One night while the boat drifted and
the crew slept, a Japanese destroyer rammed the PT boat and the whole cre
went into the water. Kennedy led his men on a thremile swim through shark
infested waters to safety, towinga wounded crewman by holding the strap
from his life vest in his teeth.

Kennedy came home a hero and went into politics. After serving in Congress
he became the youngest man ever to run for president, and he won. He aske
the world, including our enenies, to never give up on peace. He told

He passed a law giving equal rights to minorities and created the Peace Corf
which sent Americans to work for free ipoor foreign countries. He promised
to put a man on the moon within nine years (it came true). He also started
putting troops into a small country in Asia called Vietnam.

In an event that still shocks and saddens the world, President Kennedy was
assasgiated by lone gunman Lee Harvey Oswald in Dallas on November 22,
1963.
