Drop off and Pick Up in the Front

This year, Oak Hill has about 1,020 students.
According to Transportation, all but about 35 of
these students could ride the buses to school
which would dramatically reduce the congestion
during arrival and dismissal. Since so many
parents choose to drive their children to school,
there will be longer lines, especially in cold or
inclement weather. To help move ftraffic as
quickly and safely as possible:

e Ifyou are parking to come in to the building during the school day
during arrival or dismissal times, please park in the south parking
lot or parking spaces in front so that the parking spots will be
open along the curb for those who are picking up or dropping off
students. Please do not park in the red zone in front of the
school at any time.

o Ifyou are stopping and waiting for your children, please pull to
the inside or outside lanes so that the middle lane remains
unblocked for exiting traffic.

o Please allow cars to pull out to the middle lane once they have
picked up their children to open up more spaces for parents who
are waiting.

e  Please remember to drive very slowly at all times, even after
picking up your children.

e Students have been instructed to wait for an adult to escort them
to the car if they are crossing traffic. Please remind your children
to wait for the adult escort so that no child darts out into traffic.

e  Most of the time there are open spaces just past the front door,
so please keep driving forward to drop off or pick up your chil-
dren so that traffic keeps moving.

o When there is inclement weather there will be heavier traffic, so
plan on arriving a few minutes earlier and waiting a little longer.

e Please be patient, courteous, and drive safely.

The flu season has arrived at Oak Hill Community School and the St. Cloud area.....

"Flu" refers to ilinesses caused by a number of different influenza viruses. The flu
can cause symptoms that are mild to some symptoms that can be lethal.

The media is full of information about the H1N1 flu. The H1N1 flu is a respiratory
illness caused by an influenza virus. The symptoms of H1N1 flu and seasonal flu
are similar: fever (above 100.0)

cough

sore throat

fatigue

muscle aches
The flu virus is spread when a person coughs or sneezes. The virus enters your
body when you touch your eyes, nose or mouth.

Take these everyday steps to protect your health:

1. Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze.

2. Wash your hands- a lot!

3. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth.

4. Avoid close contact with sick individuals.

5. Stay home if you are ill. Keep your child home if they are ill.

6. Avoid sharing personal items like drinks, food or eating utensils.

7. Wipe down the handle of your refrigerator and other commonly touched sur-
faces.

Vaccination is the best protection against contracting the flu. The seasonal flu
vaccine is different than the H1N1 flu vaccine. Find a flu clinic near you and get
vaccinated!

The H1N1 flu vaccine will be available soon and immunization clinics will be pro-
vided in St. Cloud District Schools for our students. Dates of the clinics are not
determined at this time. Parent information sheets and parent permission forms will
be sent home soon. No child will be immunized with written parent permission.

Our goal is to keep the students and staff at Oak Hill Community School safe and
healthy. When a student presents to the Health Office with a fever over 100.0, they
must go home. Other factors also determine if it is necessary for a student to leave
school.

Please be sure parent phone numbers are up-to-date and correct. Have a plan in
place to provide care for your ill child. Keep your child home for 24 hours after a
fever is gone without medication.

Preventive actions can prevent the spread of communicable diseases. Healthy
students are better learners!

Boundaries are important for both adults and children. Sometimes a life with-
out limits - eating, sleeping, playing and working whenever we want - sounds ap-
pealing.

2) Adult Role Models - adults at school, in the home, and in the neighborhood
model responsible behavior.

3) Positive Peer Influence - young person's best friends model responsible behav-
ior.

4) High expectations - parents and teachers encourage youth to do well.
