Do you enjoy playing mind games like Trivial Pursuit? 
Would you like working with a team of four other 
students from Oak Hill participating in academic 
activities that allow you to be as creative as possible in 
order to accumulate points?  Do you enjoy performing in 
front of an audience after having written a team script, 
designed costumes and produced props that all work 
together to solve a problem which you present in a five 
minute skit?  (If you do not feel comfortable talking in 
front of a group, please be assured that not every team 
member is required to have a speaking part in the 
skit.)  Oak Hill School is also in the process of 
organizing competitive USAT teams.  USAT is an 
academic activity for students in grades five and six that 

is coached and participated in after school at various elementary schools in the 
area. Parents coach USAT teams.  Coaching time is generally 2-4 times per month 
after school for about an hour and a half. Practices begin in November. The Meets 
are once a month from December until March.  If your 5th or 6th grader did not get 
you the forms for Knowledge Bowl or U.S. Academic Triathlon, please contact your 
child’s teacher. THE FORMS ARE DUE TUESDAY, OCTOBER 6.  These are two 
different programs that are offered after school through Academic 
Achievement.

Knowledge Bowl: 
ISD 742 schools are in the process of organizing teams for Knowledge 
Bowl.  Knowledge Bowl is an after school Academic Achievement Program activity. 
Three teams of six students (comprised equally of fifth and sixth grade students), 
plus an alternate, compete in answering oral questions in competition rooms. 
Several rounds of 30 to 45 questions each are conducted. Students press on 
pressure-sensitive strips connected to equipment, which indicates the order in 
which teams respond as well as the amount of time a team has to confer and give 
their answer. Questions pertain to the academic areas of mathematics, literature, 
English grammar and spelling, social studies, health, science, current events and 
Minnesota history. Volunteer parent/coaches are needed to coach Knowledge 
Bowl. There needs to be one coach per team to compete. If we do not have enough 
coaches, we cannot have 3 teams.
