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Hello

Do you wonder about the statistics in the United States?  ñAccording to 
the results of the Census Bureau survey, those at greatest risk of being 
hungry or on the edge of hunger (i.e., food insecure) live in households 
that are headed by a single woman or with incomes below the poverty 
line.  Overall, households with children experience food insecurity at 
almost double the rate for households without children. Geographically, 
food insecurity is more common in central city households. The survey 
data also showed that households are more likely to be hungry or food 
insecure if they live in states in the Midwest and South.ò  (Food Research 
and Action Center or FRAC, 2006)  Clearly help is needed.
