Payments into student lunch accounts may be made in the main
office, dropped off in the school drop box, or online through the
secure website PayForlt.net

Families and staff have the ability to make secure online food account payments 24
hours a day, 7 days a week, using PayForlt.netTo set up an account you need a
valid e-mail address, a credit card (Visa or Mastercard only) and your child's PIN
number. Each child in your family can be set up on the same account. Money
added to the account typically displays in less than 24 hours. You can also set up
e-mail reminders to notify you when the account balance gets low or you can set up
recurring payments.

The PIN (Person Identification Number) follows your child through Grade 12 in the
District. Students must memorize the number and enter it on a keypad to indicate
when they have eaten a meal at school. Students should memorize their number
during the first few days of school. Younger grades will have assistance available.

Oak Hill provides nutritious meals with careful attention to dietary needs. Monthly
menus will be sent home attached to the ACORN and are available on-line.

<. At Oak Hill School, we ask that students not ride on
sidewalks or through congested parking lots as it is safe
all, including themselvednstead we ask that they walk the
bikes. We also ask that they park their bikes at the front of the
school in the racks provided. Though we cannot guarantee the
safety of property brought to school, we have found that there are fewer incidents
related to bikes during the day when they are parked by the office up front. No
matter where children use bikes, please tell them to keep an eye on the road ahead
so they can be prepared for hills and road obstacles. Some common ones that can
cause falls include the following: big puddles, changes in the road surface, storm
grates, gravel or rocks, curbs, and little children in the pathway.
