Security Update Reminder

Over the past few months, keyless entry devices, door intercoms, and door
cameras have been installed to secure the district buildings. All of these
improvements have been part of a larger effort to maintain a safe and
secure learning environment.

2010-2011 Budget Reductions

The District 742 Board of Education will host two additional public sessions
to review budget adjustment options for the 2010-2011 School Year. The
next input session is Oct. 1 at Apollo High School in the north end of the
Resource Center from 5 p.m. to 6 p.m.

When students need to be picked up during the school day or at dismissal, a note
should be sent to the teacher. If students are to go home with another child, a note
needs to be sent to the teacher. Please send a note if anything is not the usual
routine. We care very much about the safety of your children.

Parents/drivers should park in the front of the building and pick up the children at
the office. Please use the roadway along the sidewalk as a pick up/drop off
zone only; it is not designed for extended time parking. Please do not park in
the ORed Zoned as it is for emer

NOTE: If a student walks/bikes to and from school, it is very important to establish
a known route with parents.

At Oak Hill School, we ask that students not ride on the sidewalks or through
congested parking lots as it is safer for all, including themselves. Instead we
ask that they walk the bikes. We also ask that they park their bikes at the front of
the school in the racks provided. Though we cannot guarantee the safety of
<. property brought to school, we have found that there are fewer
incidents related to bikes during the day when they are parked by
the office up front. No matter where children use bikes, please
tell them to keep an eye on the road ahead so they can be
prepared for hills and road obstacles.

Welcome back to a great new school year. We are looking forward to serving your
students and would enjoy serving you whenever you would like to join your student
for a meal. Please notify the office in the morning.

Please check the menu and discuss healthy choices with your students.
Encourage them to take what they will eat and to eat what they choose.

Our LUNCH options are the same as previous years.

1) We have our MAIN LINE which follows the district menu. We try to offer a
variety of fruits and vegetables, so the students have more options. They
must take three of the five items offered each day. When there is pork on the
menu, we have an alternate item for those who cannot eat pork.

2)  We also offer a CHEF SALAD LINE which consists of 2 cups lettuce, 1 oz.

Cheese Sandwich with 1 oz. cheese stick, or

Subs (turkey, turkey ham, & cheese) and (bologna, turkey ham, & cheese)
All sandwich baskets come with 1/4 cup of baby carrots and 1/2 cup of fruit.

Desserts when on the main line are available for all lunch options. Ketchup,
mustard and salad dressing are available everyday. We offer 1%, skim and
chocolate skim milk everyday. Orange juice is available for those who are allergic
or lactose intolerant with a doctor's note. Please call with any questions or
comments that you would like to share.

Well, | didn't have daughters so | didn't continue the hair brushing ritual but
my sons appreciated back rubs even during the growing up years when they re-
jected other types of touch such as hugs or pats on the shoulders. Paying attention
to your children, listening to them, and taking an interest in what they're doing are
all important ways to show love and support too.
