MAP Testing

There are many different measures we use to monitor and promote your
child's academic growth. These include progress reports, collections of
work and a variety of tests. If you have a child in grades 2-6, you may
have heard them talking about a test they have been taking in the
computer lab this fall. As part of a comprehensive assessment program,
students in grades 2-6 will be taking the Measures of Academic Progress
or MAP test in the fall, winter, and spring each year.

MAP measures student achievement in reading and mathematics. Results
in each subject area are reported in specific goal areas to provide more
detail. The MAP tests cover the following curriculum goal areas:

Reading:

Word analysis and Vocabulary
Literal comprehension
Interpretive comprehension
Literary response and analysis

Mathematics:

Numbers and operations
Patterns, functions, and algebra
Measurement
Geometry
Data analysis, statistics, and probability
Problem solving

The main purpose of MAP is to improve student learning. The test is taken
on a computer and is “tailored” to the individual student's achievement
level. MAP is ungraded, untimed, very accurate, and measures and
reports student growth over time. Data from the test are used to drive
instruction and inform students, teachers and parents of academic
progress. Teachers will be sharing results with parents at fall conferences
in October.

Arrival and Dismissal Procedures

Your child's safety is of the utmost importance to us. If you are dropping
off or picking up your child, you must pick your child up at Door 1 where
there is adult supervision. Cars are not allowed to drive back by the bus
chute in the morning before school and between 2:00 and 2:30 pm at dis-
missal time. Please follow these procedures so we can have an orderly
and safe dismissal for all students. District Safety Personnel have also
been asked to visit Oak Hill at dismissal time to review the dismissal proc-
ess.

Advice for Parents on Talking About Novel HIN1

As a parent you know how hard it can be for children to understand stress-
ful situations, such as the current situation of novel HIN1 flu. Stressful
situations often cause children to worry and have many questions as to
why it is happening and how it can be fixed. It is important to remember to
take care of your health and well-being as well as the health of your chil-
dren. If you cope with a stressful situation well, your children will also cope
better. Your confidence and calm attitude will help your children ease their
worries and feel safe and secure.

Here are some helpful tips on what you can do for your children:
e  Keep activities as consistent and normal as possible even if your nor-
mal routine changes (due to daycare or school closures).

Ask your children what they have heard about novel HIN1 flu.

e Answer questions openly and honestly, at a level they can under-
stand. Be concrete and do not avoid difficult questions.

e Allow your children to express their feelings and concerns. Ask ques-
tions so you can help them identify and cope with their feelings. Chil-
dren always need to feel safe and loved. When they are uncertain
about situations and afraid they may need even more affection and
attention.

e Limit exposure to media and adult conversations about novel H1N1
flu.

e As appropriate, encourage healthy behaviors: eating well, sleeping
well, playing outside.
